 promoting the research and development of alternative processes or substances in order to 
guarantee to our customers the continuity, the quality and the performances of the supplied 
products;

The restriction of DEHP, BBP, DBP and DIBP 
shall apply from 22 July 2019 and to medical devices and monitoring and control instruments, including 
industrial monitoring and control instruments, from 22 July 2021. 
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
